1. The 2012 Massachusetts Envirothon will be held Thursday, May 17 at Blackstone River and Canal Heritage State Park,
Uxbridge, MA.

2. A program registration fee of $200 is required for all teams that intend to compete. The fee must be submitted with this Intent to
Compete form. This fee covers

e Participation by 5 team members and up to 2 coaches for the May 17 event. The May 17 competition is strictly limited to the
registered team. There will be no alternate program at the 2012 competition.
e Participation by larger numbers of potential team members in fall, winter, and spring workshops. These workshops are open to all.

Teams that are not have not submitted their Intent to Compete form and program registration fee can still participate in all workshops
by paying a fee of $10 per participant per workshop. This payment counts toward the program registration fee.

Revised Rule Interpretation for 2012: Mass Envirothon rules allow a second team to be drawn from a school if that second team is
completely separate from the first team — including a separate coach, a separate sponsoring organization (e.g. library, garden club,
conservation commission, Audubon sanctuary), and separate registration fee. Second teams will be allowed to register between
January 31 and February 15 until the limit of 50 registered teams is reached. If more second teams register than there is space
available, a lottery for the open spaces will be held on February 16.
