Doyle Reservation, 
Leominster
Pierce Park at the Doyle Reservation in 
Leominster, Massachusetts, was part of 
a former estate assembled by Harry W. 
Pierce at the turn of the twentieth century.  
The Doyle Reservation, now owned by the 
Trustees of Reservations, is home to the 
Doyle Conservation Center.

“We are delighted that the Doyle 
Reservation has been chosen as this 
year’s site for the annual Massachusetts 
Envirothon,” says Trustees of Reservations 
President Andrew Kendall. “The 
reservation acts as both a regional hub 
for the conservation and environmental 
community and is a real asset to the greater 
Fitchburg/Leominster area.” 

With its gold, LEED-certified Doyle 
Conservation Center, a renowned model 
for sustainable architecture and energy 
efficiency, the site is a natural fit for this 
year’s Renewable Energy theme.  

The Trustees of Reservations also own and 
maintain, for public use and enjoyment, 
99 other properties of scenic, historic 
and ecological value located throughout 
Massachusetts.  

This grand estate featured a twenty-nine-
room stucco mansion with a ballroom and 
conservatory, a matching stable, horse 
paddocks, Pierce Pond, and an extensive 
system of bridle paths through woodland 
and around the pond.

Ten acres of the original landscaped 
grounds have been restored as a 
neighborhood park. Most of the trees and 
shrubs are from the estate’s original design 
and plantings.

Pierce Park is a link in the Monoosnoc Trail. 
In addition to Pierce Park, there is a small 
woodland behind the reproduction saltbox 
house that serves as the Central Regional 
Office of The Trustees of Reservations. 

Although there are no formal trails at Pierce 
Park, a one-quarter-mile trail that runs 
through the woodlands behind the Central 
Regional Office at 325 Lindell Avenue offers 
easy hiking. 

The original acreage at Doyle Reservation 
was a gift of Louise I. Doyle in 1981.
